MODEL RESOLUTION FOR SCHOOL GOVERNING BODIES ON TRUST SCHOOL STATUS

Below is a model resolution which can be put to the school governing

body by a governor sympathetic to the case against Trust status:

"This governing body resolves that [name of school] should remain a

local authority maintained school.

In making this resolution we note that local authority maintained

schools have a democratic accountability to the local community through

the local authority, and a direct attachment to their local community

through the governing body, including through parent governors and local

authority appointed governors.

As a governing body we recognise that links with a range of external

organisations can support our school and enhance learning, but believe

that strong relationships can be negotiated and built without the need

for those organisations to take over an element of control in running

the school day to day.

Although the school governors have high aspirations for our school, we

believe that there is nothing unique to trust status alone and that high

aspirations can be achieved as a maintained local authority school,

including with the support of our local authority."
